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Urban

One-to-two storey detached dwellings 
with large gardens. Local amenities 
such as parks and shops are sometimes 
nearby but not always easy to walk to. 
This is Richmond’s current urban form. 

Large lifestyle homes and 
farms in rural areas. 

Two-to-three storey dwellings. Housing 
typologies include terrace-housing, 
townhouses and walk-up apartments. Private 
gardens are smaller but more public green 
space and parks are provided. This  type of 
housing means more people can live close to 
local shops, public transport and parks that 
are easy to walk to. This will be enabled in 
some parts of Richmond.  

Three-to-four storey dwellings 
including commercial (such as 
cafes and shops) on the ground 
floor in centres zones. Includes 
townhouses and apartments. 
More public green space is 
provided in surrounding spaces. 
This will be enabled in some 
parts of Richmond. 

Six-storey and above apartments. This is 
appropriate in major centres and neighbouring 
suburbs which have access to mass rapid transit in 
big cities. This is not being proposed in Richmond.
